The International Society for Contact Lens Research (ISCLR) is an international think-tank for the world's leading scientists in contact lenses and related fields.  Our meetings are held biennially. The 19th Scientific Meeting will be held in Stevenson, Washington, USA from August 13-18, 2017.

The ISCLR offers student abstract grants to enable graduate students, postdoctoral students and clinical residents to attend this prestigious scientific meeting.  Grants will cover the lowest economy roundtrip airfare and twin share accommodation for 5 days.  Individuals who have attended two previous ISCLR meetings as a student are not eligible to submit a student abstract. 
Successful students will be required to present their novel research results as a poster and to provide a brief overview of their work verbally during the student session.  Additionally, the abstract will be considered for inclusion in the other meeting sessions.

Successful students will be asked to provide administrative and audio visual support to the Secretariat at the meeting. 

The student grants are intended for those who are actively involved in contact lens or related areas of research.  Applicants must complete the attached form with the approval of their advisor/supervisor who must be a member of the ISCLR, and an abstract which should include title, purpose, methods, results, and conclusions. The abstract should not exceed one single-space typed page. The deadline for applications is March 10, 2017.  Recipients of the awards will be decided in April and will be notified shortly thereafter.
